MEA BREAK:  No regular classes will be held the week of Oct. 12-15.   Classes will resume on October 19th.  Some of the ZDS Performance teams will have practice. Performance team members will be notified by email as to the day and time of their practices.
ZDS WATER BOTTLE, BAG, MASK ORDERS:  Orders are due October 1. No late orders will be taken.  Forms are available at the studio or request one from Robyn via email.

HALLOWEEN WEEK:  Dancers are invited to wear their costumes to classes during the week before Halloween on Oct. 26th through Oct. 29th.   
WATER BOTTLES:  We are encouraging all dancers to bring a water bottle to class.  Dancers coming from after school can fill up their water bottle in the bathroom.  Please be sure to label your dancer’s water bottle with their name. POP AND ENERGY DRINKS ARE NOT ALLOWED IN THE STUDIOS!!
DANCE BAGS:  Dancers in multiple classes are encouraged to have a dance bag for all their dance shoes, an extra mask, extra tights and hair ties. Dancers should bring their dance bag into their dance room with them and place it up against the wall by the mirror away from other dancer’s bags. This will help keep the hallways less congested as they can change their dance shoes in the studio instead of the hallway.

FOOD ALLERGIES:  Parents, please let your child’s instructor know if your dancer has any allergies to foods/candy.  We frequently use marshmallows during our pre-ballet and beginning ballet classes and candy treats are handed out occasionally as well.  If you could let us know what they can have as a treat, we will be happy to accommodate them.

WINTER PRODUCTION:  Unfortunately, we will not be doing the biennial (every 2 years) winter production this year. Covid guidelines have limited the number to 25 students allowed to be on the stage and practice. We would also be limited as to the number of audience members or possibly no audience. We will move the biennial winter production to 2021.
LOST AND FOUND:  Already there are clothing items and dance shoes that have been left behind at the dance studio.   All lost clothing items, jackets and street shoes are being placed on a table daily outside of the entry door.  Please check the table as you drop your dancer off.  Lost dance shoes are placed in the purple basket by the phone in the waiting room.  All socks left at the studio are thrown away! Please check to see if any of the items are yours. 

IDENTIFY YOUR SHOES:  Please put the name of your dancer on the inside of their dance shoes, especially those that change their shoes for an additional class or two.  Shoes sometimes get picked up by the wrong dancers and a name inside the shoes helps get them back on the right feet.  Also, dance shoes that get left behind are sometimes inadvertently put in the “free” box and if there is a name on the inside they will be placed in the lost and found. 

FOOD/SNACKS:  I realize that many students come to the studio right after school or from after school activities.  They are welcome to bring a snack to the studio to eat in the waiting area while staying social distanced on the dots and X’s in the waiting room. They may take off their mask to do so. Please be sure they pick up after themselves.  FOOD IS NOT ALLOWED IN THE STUDIOS AT ANYTIME.  No gum is allowed in the studios as well.
BACKPACKS AND STREET SHOES:  Dancers coming after school, please hang your backpacks on the hooks with green dots and put your shoes underneath the hooks.
